responsibility of the project |
owner to comply them. Further, ‘
the environment compliance 1
report has to be uploaded on the |
environment  portal  (Parivesh |
Portal)  every half : -year. \
Monitoring is done according to \
the status of the project for the |
preparation of Draft EIA, in |
which the present condition of air, |
noise and water is analyzed in the |
area. This report can be checked \
by anyone and a copy of it is also l
‘sent 1o the State Pollution Control




Board’s office. In case of any
non-compliance in future, a
complaint can be made to the
State Pollution Control Board.
According to a condition in the
environmental clearance, annual
checkup of the laborers working
in the unit is mandatory, in which
the checkup of eyes and ears is
included as well.

It was informed by the project
consultant that during the study of
the project, monitoring (study) of
07 different  places  was
conducted, in which the
surrounding residential areas are
also included. As this is a ZLD
based unit, the monitoring will be
done within the premises of the
project.

He asked whether this project

would have any ill effect on the
nearby area or not.
He told that Sansarpur terrace is
also an industrial area, from where
units are shifting due to pollution
and also informed about the viral
video of flooded black water in a
drain due to factories in Baddi.

He said that we are thankful to the
government for notifying this area
as industrial arca but these units
should not have any bad effect on
our health. Like a bamboo project
is going to be established here,
which might have some mere side
effects.

It was informed by the projecﬂ
consultant that the Pollution
Control equipment to be used in
the unit will be interlinked to the
production. If any technical fault
will occur, the production will
also stop at the same time due to |
this technology. The problem will
be fixed immediately. Whenever |
environment clearance is given to
the unit, there is a provision of |
environment management cell in |
it, which includes the
staff/employees of the same unit.
This cell is established to ensure
that such incidents do not happen.
If such incidents will happen.
appropriate  provisions will be
made within the unit to prevent
them. Apart from this, in case of
any such problem. the production
will be stopped immediately so
that there will be no pollution in
any area due to this. Further, the |
matter will be brought to the |
notice of the project owners and it
will be rectified immediately.

He asked about employment for
the local people in this project.

It was infomed by the project
consultant that 37 people would
be directly employed in this |
project on the basis of their |
qualifications/capability. Besides |
this, the local people will also get |

there is also a cremation ground
here and if allotment has issued
already been done then why the
requirement of the crematorium
was not considered at that time.

It was informed by the General
Manager, District Industry Centre
Kangra at Dharamshala that the
crematorium will be shifted from
this area.

The Chairman told that this
question is not related to this

project, but he directed the
General Manager, District
Industry ~ Centre, Kangra at

Dharamshala, to hold a meeting
with the local residents in this
regard.

Apart from this, the project owner
assured that if the government
makes the land available, we will
build a crematorium on it.

Our land is across from this
industrial area, so when the
allotment of land is done here,
how will we reach at our land.

It was informed by the General
Manager,  District  Industries
Centre (DIC), Kangra at
Dharamshala that along with the
industrial area, the facility of 2
roads will also be provided.

He said that the people of the
adjoining areas shall also be
included while earmarking.

It was assured by the Chairman
that for the road accessibility
problem, Sub-Divisional Officer
(C) Dehra and General Manager,
DIC, Kangra at Dharamshala, will
conduct meeting with  the
concerned residents and urged
them to readdress the matter.

It was informed by the consultant |
of the project that in this project
domestic sewerage will be treated |
in septic tank. '



She asked about the treatment of
formaldehyde waste.

It was informed by the project
consultant that no waste will be |

discharged outside the premises
of the unit from formaldehyde
manufacturing. Boiler operation
will be done once in three to four
months, evaporator will be used
for its wastewater treatment to
ensure that no waste water will be
discharged out of the unit. So, this
unit/plant is based on ZLD
technology. The entire
wastewater of the unit will be
reused/reutilized in the unit itslef.

She asked about the reports of
plants having concentration of
some heavy metals. She further
about reports showing
impact on the cffects on plants,
before and after the factory will
established.

She urged that here mostly people
are farmers. The industry shall be
operated after keeping in mind
about these people and their
agricultural work, and follow all
the necessary rules.

It was informed by the consultant
of the project that domestic
wastewater will be
reused/reutilized for plantation,
which do not contain any toxic
substances. The report of the
study which has been done in the
area of 10 km can be obtained
from the Parivesh portal and also
from the State Pollution Control
Board. The final EIA report will
also be uploaded on Parivesh
Portal which can be viewed
anytime by anyone. After this,
monitoring will be done on every
half-yearly basis, in which all the
necessary parameters will - be
monitored.

in giving information. When the
industrial arca was to be
established here, a lot of assurance
are given. | welcome the industries
here.  But before setting up an
industry here, the local residents
should be consulted. And the
biggest shortcoming is that there
are no local people present in this
hearing here then why this public
hearing is being held. Most of the
people in this arca arc from
outside. There are 08 to 09 local
panchayats near the industrial arca
and their people from those
panchayats should also be present
here so that the views of those
people can be heard. So I request
you that this public hearing should

be conducted again and 08 to 09

Panchayats shall be informed in

writing by  the concerned

department. The views of the
people should be heard in the

Gram Sabha through Pradhans and

Up-Pradhans. So that the benefits

and harms of the industries can be

heard in detail and public hearing
should be conducted only after the
approval of proposal in the Gram

Sabha. The people of local

panchayats belong to agriculture

and poor class here. When the

NOC was given by the Industry

Department, no work was done

according to this NOC. Apart from

this, a NOC was given by the local

Panchayat to the Industries

Department, wherein the

conditions as under were laid:

1. Industries department will not
disturb/use any natural source
and heritage places like water
schemes, temples, and
departmental schemes.
Scparate arrangements should
be made for the nceds of the
industry.

It will be mandatory for the
industry to obtain a NOC from
the local panchayat, which is
being ignored presently.

People of local panchayats
should get employment in
industries on the basis of merit
and priority.

There should be a separate
provision of land for the
burial/disposal of dead animals
because earlier it was done at
this place.

There should be arrangements
for the crematorium.

There should also be provision
for a playground in Gram
Panchayat Chanour as local
children of the panchayats used
to play in this area and there is
no other place.

The roads connecting the
villages of Gram Panchayat
Channaur are in this area
which will not be affected with
this industrial area and there
should be provision for the
roads between the industrial
arca before allotment of plots.
The District Industry Centre
shall consult with local public
for the roads in industrial area
before the allotment of the
industrial plots, so that people
do not face inconvenience
later.

02 small parks should be
established in Gram Panchayat
Chanour.

Goushala should be established
for stray animals. Proper land
should be arranged for this
purpose.

03 community centers should
be constructed in village
Chanour.

Public toilets and rain shelters
should be constructed in Gram
Panchayat Chanour.

Only those industries should be
set up in Gram Panchayat
Channaur which do not pollute




the environment and do not
have bad impact on health of
the people.

13. A hospital should also be set
up here so that the effects on
the health of the people can be
examined.

14. A survey should be conducted
so that the basic facilitics of the
Gram Panchayat are not
affected.

Being the Vice Chairman of Samiti
Pragpur, he urged that basic
facilities like: Hospital,
Crematorium, roads etc. should be

provided in this arca before
allotment, so that pcople do not
face any problems later and no
such industry should be set up
which pollutes the environment
and urged that similar meeting
should be organized with the local
residents. so that all the demands
raised by the public should be
recorded, the plot should be
allotted accordingly. We are only
talking about wild life sanctuary in
this public hearing, but will it not
affect the health and agricultural
activities of the people living in the
adjacent arca. If there is any loss
due to the industries here then who
will be responsible for it. I request
the Industries Department that
industries should be established
here only after taking people and
public representatives into
confidence. Along with this, work
should be done here only after the
no-objection certificate of Gram
Panchayat Chanour and in the next
public  hearing,  prior written
intimation should be given to all
the panchayats.
