Samudayik Bhawan Kayal, PO Khanni, near Ram Leela Manch Kayal, Gram Panchayat Haddal,
Tehsil Nurpur, District Kangra H.P.by H. P. State Pollution Control Board, Regional Office
Dharamshala as per notification No-SO-1543 dated 14.09.2006 & and as per the notification no:
S.0. 2163 (E), dated: 09/05/2022.This public hearing was organized by H.P. State Pollution
Control Board under the Chairmanship of Sh. Arun Sharma, SDM Nurpur according to prescribed
process of public hearing. The attendance sheet of participants present in the public hearing is
enclosed (Annexure-I).

The officers/officials from different departments and Pradhan/ Up-
Pradhan and representatives of Panchayat, & local public of Panchayats were also present during

the public hearing.

First of all. Iir Rahul Sharma, Regional Officer, H. P. State Pollution
Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala welcomed the Chairperson, officers and officials of
various Departments, representatives of all Panchayats, local public, project proponents and their
consultants. He requested everyone to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections
regarding the proposal submitted without any fear and pressure, and Chairperson was requested to

permit to start the public hearing.

The Chairperson permitted to start the process of public hearing and
the project proponent was requested to give the detailed description to the public about the project
proposal. The detailed description regarling this proposed mining area was given by the consultant
of the Project Proponent. The Chairperson also requested the people present in this Environmental
Public Hearing to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections regarding this

proposed Mining Lease without any fear and pressure from any corner.



Videography of the public hearing was carried out. Accordingly the

proceedings of the Environmental Public Hearing were recorded and the same are reproduced here

as under.

He informed that there is no
road for the crematorium ground and
JCB is used to make the road for the
crematorium every time but the
Forest Department stop it as the land
pertains to Forest Department. The
people of our village make the road
on their own. He asked why the road
for crematorium ground is not being
made till date and assurance is only
given here every time in the public
hearing.

that the issue raised by you for
construction of the road to
crematorium ground is not
related to this mining project.
Therefore, this matter should be
taken up with concerned
departments in writing on behalf
of villagers.

Chairman assured that he will take up the matter of road construction to
the cremation ground matter at his own level with the Block
Development Officer. He further requested to Sh. Lal Singh, S/o Sh.
Hari Ram, Vill:ge Kayla, PO Khanni, Tehsil Nurpur, District Kangra
H.P. to contact his office or the office of the Block Development Officer
for the problem of road to cremation ground. Apart from this, he
requested to everyone to give his views regarding this proposed mining

project in this public hearing.

He said that permission has been
granted for mining activities here up
to depth of 1 to 2 meters, but mining
has been done up to 06 meters here.
Due to which the level of the land in
the area has ¢levated above from the
water level of the Khad. The water
level has lowered down makes it
difficult to irrigate the land and
hence, the land become barren due to
this. The people are facing a lot of
difficulties. He asked if the mining is
done beyond the norms then who

that the mining is allowed up to
02 meter in this proposed
mining project. If the mining is
carried out above the allowed
capacity, then complaint could
be filed to the Mining
Department.

First of ;1?, he thanked the
Chairperson, oificers & officials of
various departments and the local
residents. He informed that the
cemented slabs have been lying here
for a long time which is to be used for
the construction work of road to
cremation ground. In previous public
hearings ~ which  was  already
conducted in this panchayat and the
assurance was given for the
construction of the road but it was not
fulfilled and tt: road has not been
built yet. Apart from this, there is no
objection if mining is carried out as
per norms. In monsoon season, the
mined area becomes deeper due to
which the water level of Khad (water
body) has lowers down. There was a
water scheme here, with cost around
Rs 26 lakh have been spent. But the
scheme has been shut down for 02
years due to the water level going
down. Funds are required for its
rejuvenation. He requested to the
Chairman and crusher owners for
their cooperation to rejuvenate this
water scheme, so that it could be used
again.

The consultant of the project
informed that there are about 04
to 05 mining leases in this
village and the issues raised by
you during this public hearing
might be seen during the
videography of this public
hearing and it could be included
in the social works by the
committee. Apart from this,
there is a District Mineral Fund
and the concerned Panchayats
can claim funds from District
Mineral Fund and this funds
could be used for the
development works of the
concerned Panchayats. He said
that if the local administration
take up the matter with the
mining project approval
committee in Shimla, then this
issue of Panchyats could be
considered.

Apart from
this, the width of the Khad is 600
meters, the mining activities will
not be done in the 60 meters of the
banks of the proposed mining lease
area. When mining activities are
done, the water ievel of Khad
lowers done and this will protect
from flood as well. In this project,
the lease holders can be suggested
and asked to protect the land by
constructed/provide the crate wall.
The employment opportunities will
be generated due to mining
activities. The panchayats will also
get fundsfor mining activities here
and these funds can be used for the

Apart
from this, he informed that action
is being taken against illegal
mining activities on routine basis.
He informed that they are facing a
lot of difficulties in the area to take
necessary action against the illegal
mining activities due to some
interstate  boundaries  between
Himachal Pradesh and Punjab and
also faced difficulty in
implementing the proceedings.
Apart from this, he informed that
some mining leases have also been
allotted there. And in case if illegal
mining activities are observed
during the inspection, then action
will be initiated as per the rules.

Additionally, he requested that the
revenue from mining activities
should come to this Panchayat, so
that our Pan:hayats can develop.

Rs. 10/ton is deposited in the
Panchayat. And this money
transfer ~ from  the  mining

department to the Panchayat fund,
for which the concerned District
Panchayat  Officer can be
approached and can enquired about
it. Apart from this, under the
District Mineral Fund, you can
spend Rs 10 per ton for the
development  works of  the
panchayats within the 3 km of
concerned mining lease area.
Therefore, you are requested to
submit a proposal in the Panchayat
and send it to the Deputy
Commissioner. So that the amount
can be spent on the development
work of the Panchayat. For this
you can also visit to the Mining
Department  office and  get
information.

In addition, no written issues/suggestions were received during the public

After this, the Chairperson thanked all those who were present during the
public hearing and said that the suggestions were given by the public without any fear and pressure.
And the main issue in this public hearing is of the road for the cremation ground. In this regard I
would like to tell you that this issue is mainly related to the SDM office, Rural Development
Department and the Forest Department as the road is on the land of the Forest Department. He
informed that further action will be taken by taking up the matter with all the concerned
departments for the road. Apart from this, you are requested to prepare a proposal for funds to
install culverts and send it through the Panchayat. So that money for culverts can be sanctioned
from the District Mineral Fund. For this, he also requested all the authorized departments to take




action against illegal mining activities. [Tie Chairman requested the Jal Shakti Vibhag to visit the
spot and take appropriate action on the issues raised regarding irrigation of land in this area. He said
that the suggestions were given by the public, this all has been recorded in written and videography
has also been done. This will be sent to Government and further decision shall be taken by the
Government. At last, the Chairman tharked all the Officers, Officials of various Departments and
Pradhan, Up-Pradhan of villages and local residents.

At the end, Er. Rahul Sharma, Regional Officer, H. P. State Pollution Control
Board thanked all the officers of different Departments and the public for attending the Public
Hearing and concluded the public hearing.
