(Pvt. Land, River Bed of Chakki Khad) @ 123750 MTPA falling in Mohal Maira Batrah,
Mauza Maira Doomal, Tehsil Nurpur, District Kangra H.P. was conducted on date: 29/08/2025 at
11:30 AM at Samudayik Bhawan Kayal, PO Khanni, near Ram Leela Manch Kayal, Gram
Panchayat Haddal, Tehsil Nurpur, District Kangra H.P.by H. P. State Pollution Control Board,
Regional Office Dharamshala as per notification No-SO-1533 dated 14.09.2006 & as per the
notification no: S.0. 2163 (E), dated: 09/05/2022.This public hearing was organized by H.P. State
Pollution Control Board under the Chairmanship of Sh. Arun Sharma, SDM Nurpur according to
prescribed process of public hearing. The attendance sheet of participants present in the public
hearing is enclosed (Annexure-I).

The officers/officials from different departments and Pradhan/ Up-
Pradhan and representatives of Panchayat, & local public of Panchayats were also present during
the public hearing.

First of all, Er. Varun Gupta, Assistant Environmental Engineer, H. P.
State Pollution Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala welcomed the Chairman, officers and
officials of various Departments, representatives of all Panchayats, local public, project proponents
and their consultants. He requested everyone to express their views, comments, suggestions and
objections regarding the proposal submitted without any fear and pressure, and Chairman was
requested to permit to start the public hearing.

The Chairman permitted to start the process of public hearing and the
project proponent was requested to give the detailed description to the public about the project
proposal. The detailed description regarding this proposed mining area was given by the consultant
of the Project Proponent. The Chairman also requested the people present in this Environmental
Public Hearing to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections regarding this
proposed Mining Lease without any fear and pressure from any corner.

He said that Smt. Ichhiya Devi
wants to say that her private land is
getting washed away due to mining
activities. He asked how much
mining is done here and who is
responsible for it.

He informed that mining activities
have been carried out here upto 10
meters depth. Therefore,
information of the concerned
officer should be conveyed here for
further correspondence in the
matter.

He asked how the mining would be
done here? Will it be done through
JCB machines?

He requested to display the name
of the concerned officer for further
correspondence in the matter.

He informed that due to mining
done in the earlier allotted areas,
there has been erosion in area and
in the Chakki area, which has
caused loss to the Government. For
example, Chakki bridge, Railway
bridge and other resources have
been damaged.

He asked that the damage happened
here is not related to the mining
activities. He asked why the Kayla
village always has been approached
for the mining project.

The consultant of the project
informed that there is provision of
mining upto 02 meter depth and it
is ensured by the Mining
Department.

The project consultant informed
that if the mining is carried out
beyond the norms, you can file a
complaint about it to the
concerned Mining Officer.

The consultant of the project
informed that if JCB is allowed in
the proposed mining project then
JCB will be used as per the rules.

The project consultant requested
to take up the matter with Mining
Officer.

The Mining Officer informed that
this public hearing is done for
proposed mining lease area and
said that the damage donc here
was occurred due to illegal mining
activities. |

The mining officer informed that
NOC of the concerned Gram
Panchayat is necessary for the
mining project and the public
hearing is conducted after that and
without the NOC of the Panchayat




He requested the Panchayat
Secretary to inform about the
mining activities and revenue
generated from mining activities.

The Panchayat Secretary informed
that he has no role in the mining
process. This matter is related to
the mining department.

The Mining Officer informed
about the revenue of the
Panchayat from mining activities
that when a mining lease is
approved, then Rs. 10 per tonne is
deposit = te  :the! - concerned
Panchayat as Panchayat tax.

He informed that amount is
deposited in the account of the
District Panchayat Officer by the
Mining Department. The record
of the same could be obtained
from the Mining Department and
also from the District Panchayat
Office. He further informed that
you can use this amount for
development works in your Gram
Panchayat.

The Chairman requested all the people present during the public hearing
to mark their presence in the attendance sheet and also requested to
express their views, comments, suggestions and objections only related

to this proposed mining project.

First of all, he thanked the
Chairman, officers & officials of
various departments and the local
residents. He said that there is a
problem of unemployment here and
most of the people are dependent
on crushers. He said that there is no
objection if mining is done as per
the norms. There is some damage
due to mining activities, but the
material for construction works like
construction of buildings, roads,
and houses is supplied from here.
Regarding the trees, he informed
that around 3000 trees have been
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planted here photographs of which
can be taken. He said that he will
further request the project owner to
plant more trees. He said if mining
is done as per the norms, we have
no objection and the government
also gets revenue from this. Apart
from this, he requested to install
more crushers in the border areas
of the state, so that the State
Government can get employment
opportunities along with revenue.

In addition, no written issues/suggestions were received during the public
hearing.

After this, the Chairman thanked everyone present and said that everyone
expressed their suggestions without any hesitation or fear and pressure. He said that the main issue
here is the road to the cremation ground. In this regard, I would like to tell you that a case is filed
under the Forest Right Act for land transfer. The proposal is almost at completion stage and only a
NOC of the Gram Panchayat is pending through the Gram Sabha. After the approval under Forest
Right Act, the land is given to the Panchayat for the road. Therefore, I request the Panchayat to
prepare the entire proposal through Gram Sabha, so that it can be sent to the Forest Department for
further approval. He said that the suggestions given by the public has been recorded in written and
videography has also been done. This will be sent to Government and further decision shall be
taken by the Government. At last, the Chairman thanked all the Officers, Officials of various
Departments and Pradhan, Up-Pradhan of villages and local residents.

Pollution Control Board thanked all the officers of different Departments and the public for

attending the Public Hearing and concluded the public hearing.
