Kangra, H.P
by H. P. State Pollution Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala as per notification No-SO-1533
dated 14.09.2006. This public hearing was organized by the H.P. State Pollution Control Board under
the Chairmanship of Sh. Rohit Rathour, ADM, Kangra at Dharamshala according to prescribed
process of public hearing. The attendance sheet of participants present in the public hearing is
enclosed (Annexure-I). The Tehsildar & Naib Tehsildar Dehra, officers/officials from Industry
Department, Mining Department, Jal Shakti Department, Public Work Department, Director, KCCB
Bank were present during the public hearing. Smt. Pushpa Devi, Hon’ble Zila Parishad Member,
representatives of all nearby Panchayats, & local public of nearby Panchayats were also present

during the public hearing.

First of all Dr. R.K. Nadda, Regional Officer, H. P. State Pollution
Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala welcomed the Chairman, officers and officials of
various Departments, representatives of all Panchayats, local public, project proponents and their
consultants. He requested everyone to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections
regarding the proposal submitted without any fear and pressure, and Chairman was requested to

kindly permit to start the Public Hearing.

The Chairman permitted to start the process of public hearing and
requested the project proponent to give the detailed report of their mining lease. The detailed.
description regarding this proposed Mining Area and was given by the consultant of the Project
Proponent. ADM, Kangra at Dharamshala-cum- Chairman Public Hearing Committee also requested
the people present in this Environmental Public Hearing to express their views, comments,
suggestions and objections regarding this proposed Mining Lease without any fear and pressure from
any corner.

Videography of the public hearing was carried out. Accordingly the
proceedings of the Environmental Public Hearing were recorded and the same are reproduced here as

I am the owner of private land. My
land is lying below this government
land. My first question is that if you
lift the material, then where will you
do crushing? As you have mentioned
that this is not a wild life sanctuary
but it is a wild life sanctuary. There is
no hunting here. The wild animals go
to drink the water of Khad through
this route which includes Pigs, Tigers,
Cheetahs, Sambar, Deer and other
species. Most of the animals here, be
it domestic or stray, pass through this
route and this is their pasture. This
land will be mined up to 1 meter but
the people of 1988 are witness to the
fact that there were 100 to 200 years

It was told by the consultant of the
project that there is no wild life
sanctuary in the area of 05 k.m. In
the Forest Conservation Act, all the
species have been specified that
which species is on the verge of
extinction, so no such species of
animals and plants have been found
here and as you said that your land is
on the edge and due to this project, it
would be go into the water. It
specified that according to the
principle of mining, mining will be
done in a scientific way. The method
of mining is to dig one pit and leave
the other pit empty. So that it gets

filled in this monsoon. This reduces




old plants here, which reached into
dam due to the flood in 1988. If you
do the mining to a depth of 1 meter,
then the risk will increase. More than
100 meters of my own private land
has been slided into Khad and the
area below it is 625 kanal and all the
land in the Jumble area is private
land, it has gone in the flood. Tell the
solution that it will not happen in
future? Please tell about it safety.

You will keep an area of 15 mtr. or 35
mtr. as a safe guard. My own land of
130 meters length has been washed in
the flow of water and other people are
also connected to it. There is no
drainage at the downstream and this is
the way for wild animals to go. If they
change the way and if they go to the
populated area, then peoples lives will
be at risk. So, it should not be
installed and we do not want mining

from here.

the chances of floods. There is
apprehension that no mining safe
guards will be provided. However,
where there are no chances for
erosion by any means. The safety
area is according to its width, it will
be 15 mtr to 38 mtr outside in which
mining will not be done. In spite of
that, if silt comes from somewhere
which is not worth selling, it will
strengthen the edge and bed and
these are all safe guards. There is a
provision of 5 check dams even if

there is no need.

Why are you not telling us the
crushing point? Where the crushing

will take place?

No crushing will be done here. It is

for open sale.

Give protection to our private land it
should not washed out by flood. Other
wild animals those come from here
should not be disturbed and these
should not enter into the populated

area so that there is no danger.

Wherever it is needed, check dams

will be provided.

There are hills on both sides and the
water of the hills comes in this Khad.
If water is collected up to 1 meter
depth, then how much water will flow
away? Here, without any safety depth,

pits have been made up to 300 meters.

According to the plan approved by
the Mining Department, there is a
provision for mining only up to 1
meter and the water table will not be
disturbed.




From where will the soil filling be
done? If it comes, it will come from
other private land only. It is a matter
of showing money and power and it
has to setup here. I have registered

my objection.

During the monsoon season, water
brings everything due to floods. This
entire scheme has been approved by
the Himachal Pradesh Government.
As per Himachal Pradesh's Mining
and Mineral Scheme 2013, all the
Safe guards are included in this

project.

I want to ask the people who are
present here, how many of you wants
the material to be picked up from
here. Who does not want, please raise
his hand. You can see that people
raised their hands and nobody wants
this work to be done here. So, I
request you that if the public wants
that this work should not be done then
it should not be done. This is only my

request to you.

There is a mining plan, when the
survey report comes, it is seen that
how far is the drinking water scheme
from where this plan is being
executed, how far is it from any
bridge, nursery plantation. All this
provisions are made. In which it is
written that the drinking water
schemes should not be less than 200
meters. Mining Plan is approved
only after studying all the provisions.
How much mining material is there
on the basis of the Survey report?
Mining is also necessary so that after

filling the pit, the water does not
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no mining should be allowed here.
Today we are only looking at the
present circumstances but after 10 to
15 years the coming generation will
have to face many problems. If the
material of the Khad of my panchayat
will go out, then the villagers have
objection to it. Baddal Panchayat has
09 wards and population is around
4500. Most of the people could not
come because of the program and
asked me to express my views in front
of the Chairman, Sir and I put all the
things in front of you and they had
same opinion that we will not allow
stone crusher to be installed here. I
have with me Mrs. Rachna ji, the
Pradhan of Jumble Panchayat. In this
context, 03 to 04 month ago, 4 to 5
panchayats had given in writing to the
Sub-Divisional Officer (c) that these
people were not in favor and project
should not be allowed here. There is a
drinking water tank in our Baddal
Panchayat. From there water is
supplied to many Panchayats. Even
the Ghiyori Panchayat gets water
from here. So, today there is such a
shortage of water, in future the
coming generation will have more
problems. Some things are different
on paper and reality is different. So it
is requested to Chairman Sir that
whatever the views of the public are,

they should be considered deeply.
