The project consultant informed
that bag filter will be used to
control the fly ash generated due to
burning of fuel and the efficiency
of this bag filter is 99.9 percent and
it stops all the particles. It will also
be ensured that the smoke emission
load from the chimney does not
exceed 50 milligrams per meter. In
addition,  continuous  emission
monitoring systems are used in the
chimney. And its data is connected
with the servers of State Pollution
Control Board and Central
Pollution and its results are
visible/available continuously.
