This public hearing was organized by H.P. State
Pollution Control Board under the Chairmanship of Dr. Harish Gajju, H.A.S, Additional District
Magistrate, Kangra at Dharamshala according to prescribed process of public hearing. The
attendance sheet of participants present in the public hearing is enclosed (Annexure-I).

The officers/officials from SDM Nurpur, Industry Department,
Mining Department, Jal Shakti Vibhag, Agriculture Department, Health Department and Police
Department, etc were present during the public hearing. Pradhan/ Up-Pradhan and representatives

of Panchayat, & local public of Panchayats were also present during the public hearing.

First of all, Er. Varun Gupta, Regional Officer, H. P. State Pollution
Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala welcomed the Chairperson, officers and officials of
various Departments, representatives of all Panchayats, local public, project proponents and their
consultants. He requested everyone to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections
regarding the proposal submitted without any fear and pressure, and Chairperson was requested to

permit to start the public hearing.

The Chairperson permitted to start the process of public hearing and
requested the project proponent to give the detailed description to the public about the project
proposal. The detailed description regarding this proposed mining area was given by the consultant
of the Project Proponent. The Chairperson also requested the people present in this Environmental
Public Hearing to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections regarding this

proposed Mining Lease without any fear and pressure from any corner.

to the project, it is a good step but we
have some objections. He said that
when mining activities will be carried
out here then material through vehicle
will be transported through the roads
which will cause problems for local
people, animals as well as birds
during day and night time and will
have bad effect on health. Due to the
mining activities, the water level will
lower down, due to which trees and
plants will be destroyed.

appreciated Sh. Kartar Singh for
his environmental awareness
and said the mining will be
carried out during day time only
and no mining will be carried
out during night time. There
will be no transportation of any
material during night hours. The
mining material capacity is 370
tonnes per day. So accordingy
to this approximately 40 to 41
vehicles will be engaged in the
transportation of the mining
material on daily basis. The
project Proponent will ensure
that wehicles will not be
operated during peak hours like
school hours etc. and the
material will be transported at
suitable intervals/time only. The
necessary instructions will be
passed to all the drivers to avoid
any problems even for birds and
animals during the
transportation of vehicles. In
question  of  groundwater
depletion, he informed that it is
a national problem. Mining will
not be carried out more than 02
meters which will not have any
impact on the groundwater
level.

If somehow ground water table
intercepts during the mining
activities the mining will be

stopped.

He said that there is no problem to
anyone if mining is being carried out
as per norms. But it has been seen
that in some places, since 02 to 03
years, mining is being carried out by
JCB’s deeply in night hours. Due to
mining activities, the material flows
with water and moves further
downwards.  The retaining wall
provided in the Pail area which is
used to hold water for irrigation
purpose has also gone down which
makes it very difficult to provide
water for irrigation now. Earlier,
retaining wall was provided with the
financial help by the local people. But
the illegal mining activities are being
carried out by the people of Punjab
State for long time and when they are
confronted, they frighten us. The
crops which were produced here has
reduced to less than half now which
makes people worried. All these
problems should be resolved. The
royalty collected from DMFT funds
should be utilized for construction of

The Project Consultant said that
illegal mining is being checked
by the Mining Department and
the Police Department. The
State Government has also
taken very strict steps against
the illegal mining activities. The
royalty generated due to mining
activities shall also be utilized
in affected areas after
consultation with Chairman of
the DMFT Funds i.e. concerned
Deputy Commissioner.
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Pail Kuhal so that crops and cattle
feed should be grow here.
Permissions for mining activities
have already been granted here. The
Sub Divisional Officer (C) Nurpur
had come here earlier and necessary
strict steps have been taken by him to
curb illegal mining activities.
Therefore, I request that the money
from royalty collected from DMFT
funds should be given for the
construction of Kuhal, so that crops
production is increased and people
will get benefit from it.

He further requested that the
Panchayat representatives should
approach higher authorities to utilize
these funds for the development of
the Panchayat.

He told that the crops which were
growing earlier are not growing
presently due to lack of water.
Therefore, provision should be made
for adequate water supply. Apart
from this, the matter for the road was
also raised.

He requested that he has lifted the
water through solar pump, and he
spent huge much money in this. Now
there is a need to lower the pump
level to get water as the water level
has gone down. Hence he requested
some financial cooperation for this
work.

The Consultant of the project
Proponent said that funds can be
utilized for the construction and
repair of Kuhals under DMFT
funds.’

The Sub-Divisional Officer (C)
Nurpur informed that a proposal
under District Mineral Fund
Trust will be prepared after
discussion with Pradhan Gram
Panchayat, Assistant Engineer,
Jal Shakti Department and Soil
Conservation Department and
will be sent for further approval.
The Consultant of the Project
Proponent assured that Kuhal
will be constructed here by the
crusher association.

The
road has also been damaged due to
mining activities.

He said that there is no road for the
crematorium for past 10 years. He
requested the crusher owners for
carrying out development works in
the area.

He said that here the farmers are
facing water shortage. He said that
the level of Chakki Khad is going
down, due to which the banks are
also eroded..

The Consultant of the project
Proponent said that depletion of
ground water is a national
problem and it is everywhere.
He assured that Project
proponent will be responsible
for maintenance of link road and
it will be repaired by Project
Proponent on time to time basis.
All the transport rules will be
followed.

The Project Consultant said that
if the environment clearance
will be granted to this mining
project, the road to the
cremation area will be provided
within 06 months and other
basic  facilities in  the
crematorium will also be
provided in a planned manner.

The consultant of the Proponent
said that all the problems
mentioned by you will be
considered.
