Bhawan Kayal, Po Khanni, Near Ram Leela Manch Kayal, Gram Panchayat Haddal, Tehsil
Nurpur, District Kangra H.P. by H.P. State Pollution Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala
as per notification No-SO-1533 dated 14.09.2006. This public hearing was organized by H.P. State
Pollution Control Board under the Chairmanship of Sh. Gursimar Singh, SDM, Nurpur according
to prescribed process of public hearing and as per the notification no: S.0. 2163 (E), dated:
09/05/2022. The attendance sheet of participants present in the public hearing is enclosed as per
the notification (Annexure-I).

The officers/officials from Mining Department, Public Work
Department, Agriculture Department, Horticulture Department, Police Department were present
during the public hearing. The Pradhan, Up-Pradhans and representatives of all nearby Panchayats,
& local public of Panchayats were also present during the public hearing.

First of all, Er. Varun Gupta, Regional Officer, H. P. State Pollution
Control Board, Regional Office Dharamshala welcomed the Chairman, officers and officials of
various Departments, representatives of all Panchayats, local public, project proponents and their
consultants. He requested everyone to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections
regarding the proposal submitted without any fear and pressure, and Chairman was requested to
permit to start the Public Hearing.

The Chairman permitted to start the process of public hearing and
requested the project proponent to give the detailed description to the public about the project
proposal. The detailed description regarding this proposed Mining Area was given by the
consultant of the Project Proponent. The Chairman also requested the people present in this
Environmental Public Hearing to express their views, comments, suggestions and objections
regarding this proposed Mining Lease without any fear and pressure from any corner.

Videography of the public hearing was carried out. Accordingly the
proceedings of the Environmental Public Hearing were recorded and the same are reproduced here
as under.

He first thanked the Chairman, all

He said that water sources of this
area are drying up due to mining
activities. The water supply line for
the Panchayat has also been laid
along with this mining area.
Machineries were used for the
mining activities and excavation has
been done to a deep extent.

He said that the water
problem should be resolved.

The water requirement in
this project is 2000 litres/day ||
which will be met through
tankers, due to which there will
be no impact on the water of this
area.

He
said that machines are used for
mining activities. Mining is done
here at night by the machines coming
from Punjab State.
