Panchayat Nangal Salangri, Tehsil & Distt. Una (HP). This public Hearing was organized by HP State
Pollution Control Board under the Chairmanship of Additional Deputy Commissioner Una cum Chairman of
Environmental Public Hearing, according to prescribed process of public Hearing.

In the Public Hearing, Mining Officer Una, Officers/Officials of various Departments of local
Administration, Representatives of local Gram Panchayats and residents of local & nearby villages were also
present. The attendance sheet of participants in the public hearing is enclosed as Annex-1I.

V™ First of all, Er. Praveen Kumar, Regional Officer, HP State Pollution Control Board Una, welcomed the
Chairman, Officers/Officials of various Departments of local Administration, representative of Local
Panchayats, Project Proponent & their consultant and the Public. Thereafter he gave detailed information to
the people present regarding organization of the Environmental Public Hearing and started the process of
Environmental Public Hearing with the permission of ADC Una cum Chairman of the Environment Public
Hearing.

Thereafter, the Regional Officer, HPSPCB Una requested the Consultant of the Project Proponent from M/s
JMS Enviro Care & Innovative Centre, Baddi (HP) to provide the detailed information of their proposed
project for the extraction/collection of sand, stone & bajri to the public. After the detailed description of
various aspects of proposed mining lease project given by the consultant to the public, the Regional Officer,
HP State Pollution Control Board Una asked the people present in the Environment Public Hearing to
express their views, comments, suggestion and objections on the proposed mining project, without any fear
and pressure from any corner.

Videography of the Public hearing was also conducted. Accordingly, the proceeding of the Environmental
Public Hearing was recorded and the same is reproduced hereunder:

She also said that the mining activities under
the project should be carried out in
accordance with the rules prescribed by the
Government and keeping the interests of the
local people in mind, so that no one faces any
inconvenience due to the mining activities.

Additionally, she mentioned that the project
proponent supports social and religious
activities of the village and is continuously

engaged in efforts for social welfare.

She stated that for stone crushers, a public
hearing process is conducted and villagers’
objections or no-objection statements are
taken, and environmental clearance is
obtained before their establishment. She
asked the Administration whether any public
hearing was ever conducted or villagers were
consulted regarding the industries already
operating in Gram Nangal Salangri. She
pointed out that for stone crushers, hearings
are repeatedly conducted as per rules; even
last year, two public hearings were organized

The Consultant of the
Project ~ Proponent, in
compliance  with  the
directions issued by the
Worthy ADC, Una, has
submitted a written
response to Smt.

for crushers, but such a process is not
followed for other industries.

She demanded that the Administration clarify
in writing whether only stone crushers cause
environmental pollution and whether other
industries established in the village cause no
pollution or harm. 7

She said that most of the people who
previously gave their opinions are employed
at the proponent’s crusher. She mentioned
that two stone crushers had already been
granted N.O.C. by villagers in the past, so the
current project proponent may also be

considered for N.O.C. However, she
emphasized that before doin g so, the
administration must provide a written

response to the objections she has raised.

She also requested the Gram Pradhan to
clarify whether pollution in the village occurs
only due to stone crushers or if villagers are
affected by other established industries as
well. She reiterated that the administration
should provide a written response to her
objections.

She further stated that she had filed
complaints in the Panchayat regarding the
problems  caused by two industries
established in the village, but no action was
taken. She alleged that during this time, the
son of a Panchayat representative was
employed in one of these industries, raising
doubts about the functioning of the
Panchayat.

She repeated her question that when two
other industries were established in the
village, why was no public hearing or
consultation ever conducted, whereas for
crushers, hearings are repeatedly held. She
asked whether this process applies only to
crushers.

She stated that her house is located near the
industries and stone crusher, and she is being
affected by pollution. Therefore, she clearly
stated that she objects to both the
establishment and operation of the proposed
mining project as well as the industries
already operating in the village, and she
strongly demanded that the proposed mining

establishment  of  two
industrial units in Village
Nangal Salangri—namely,

M/s DD Enterprises
(engaged in _ the
manufacturing of

cement/fly ash blocks and
bricks) and Himkan F&B
(Mineral Water).

In the written reply dated
23/09/2025, it was clarified
that the above-mentioned
industrial activities of both
units do not fall under the
purview of the EIA
Notification, 2006 and,
therefore, do not require
Environmental Clearance
for their establishment.
