Una (HP). This public Hearing was organized by HP State Pollution Control Board under the Chairmanship
of Additional Deputy Commissioner Una cum Chairman of Environmental Public Hearing, according to
prescribed process of public Hearing.

In the Public Hearing, SDM Haroli, Mining Officer Una, Officers/Officials of various Departments of local
Administration, Representatives of local Gram Panchayats and residents of local & nearby villages were also
present.

First of all, Er. Praveen Kumar, Regional Officer, HP State Pollution Control Board Una, welcomed the
Chairman, Officers/Officials of various Departments of local Administration, representative of Local
Panchayats, Project Proponent & their consultant and the Public. Thereafter he gave detailed information to
the people present regarding organization of the Environmental Public Hearing and started the process of
Environmental Public Hearing with the permission of ADC Una cum Chairman of the Environment Public
Hearing.

Thereafter, the Regional Officer, HPSPCB Una requested the Consultant of the Project Proponent from M/s
Shivalik Solid Waste Management Limited, Zirakpur, Punjab to provide the detailed information of their
proposed project for the extraction/collection of sand, stone & bajri to the public. After the detailed
description of various aspects of proposed mining lease project given by the consultant to the public, the
Regional Officer, HP State Pollution Control Board Una asked the people present in the Environment Public
Hearing to express their views, comments, suggestion and objections on the proposed mining project,
without any fear and pressure from any corner.

He mentioned that
gravel and sand are provided free of
cost to the villagers from the crusher of
the -Project Proponent. He reiterated
that he has no objection to the
proposed mining project.

He stated that the stone crusher of the
Project Proponent is located at a
distance of about 3 kilometers from his
village and that the operation of this
crusher does not cause any kind of
inconvenience/problem to the village.
He mentioned that the Project
Proponent has always extended
support to the village. Free sand and
gravel are provided for the
construction works of Temples and
Gurudwaras, and several marriages of
poor girls have also been solemnized
with their assistance. He said that he
has no objection to the proposed
mining project and welcomes its
establishment.

He extended a warm welcome to the
ADC Una and other officials on their
arrival in the public hearing program
and in his village. He stated that this
public hearing has been organized so
that if any person has any objection to
the proposed mining project, they may
present their concerns before the
authorities.

He informed that the proposed mining

project is located outside the village,
about 4 kilometers away from the road,
and that the mining operations there
cause no objection to the villagers,
whether related to pollution or any
other reason. However, he emphasized
that if any villager has an objection,
they must place it before the
Administration.

He stated that he has no loss or
objection of any kind from the
proposed  mining  project.  He
mentioned that the Project Proponent
has always extended full cooperation
to the villagers. He informed that if




any poor person requires assistance,
such as for the construction of a house,
the project proponent immediately
provides sand and gravel upon a single
request. '

He reiterated that he has no objection
to the proposed mining project; rather,
this project will be beneficial for the

villagers.

During the proceedings of the public hearing and even after the programme, no written suggestion, idea,
comment or objection was received.

As per the opinion of the local public, present in the Env. Public Hearing Programme, maximum people are
in favour of the proposed mining project.
