Environmental Public Hearing on the proposal submitted by Sh. Lakhwinder Singh, Prop.. M/s Lakhwinder
Singh Stone Crusher & Screening Plant Unit-I. VPO Polian Beet, Tehsil Haroli, Distt.

Hectares (Private Land, Hill Slope), was organized by HP State Pollution Control Board, Regional Office
Una on 12/08/2025 at 02:30 PM at the Open Ground Near Panchayat Ghar of Gram Panchayat Kuthar Beet,
Tehsil Haroli, Distt. Una (HP). This public Hearing was organized by HP State Pollution Control Board
under the Chairmanship of Additional Deputy Commissioner Una cum Chairman of Environmental Public
Hearing, according to prescribed process of public Hearing.

In the Public Hearing, SDM Haroli, Mining Officer Una, Officers/Officials of various Departments of local
Administration, Representatives of local Gram Panchayats and residents of local & nearby villages were also
present. The attendance sheet of participants in the public hearing is enclosed as Annex-1.

First of all, Er. Praveen Kumar, Regional Officer, HP State Pollution Control Board Una, welcomed the
Chairman, Officers/Officials of various Departments of local Administration, representative of Local
Panchayats, Project Proponent & their consultant and the Public. Thereafter he gave detailed information to
the people present regarding organization of the Environmental Public Hearing and started the process of
Environmental Public Hearing with the permission of ADC Una cum Chairman of the Environment Public
Hearing.

'/Thereafter, the Regional Officer, HPSPCB Una requested the Consultant of the Project Proponent from M/s

JMS Enviro Care & Innovative Centre, Baddi (HP) to provide the detailed information of their proposed
project for the extraction/collection of sand, stone & bajri to the public. After the detailed description of
various aspects of proposed mining lease project given by the consultant to the public, the Regional Officer,
HP State Pollution Control Board Una asked the people present in the Environment Public Hearing to
express their views, comments, suggestion and objections on the proposed mining project, without any fear
and pressure from any corner.

Videography of the Public hearing was also conducted. Accordingly, the proceeding of the Environmental
Public Hearing was recorded and the same is reproduced hereunder:

some kind of assistance/donation for
the benefit of all the villagers.
Continuing this suggestion, he stated
that the Project Proponent should
donate one dead body freezer each to
the three Mohal of the village.

He informed that the Project
Proponent’s mining activity is being
carried out at a distance of about 50
meters from his land. This mining
creates problems such as dust;
however, he has never opposed it. He
said that both he and his land have
been tolerating the dust generated by
this mining.

He mentioned that the provisions being
stated here are not actually followed on
the ground. The mining activities will
continue in the same way as they haye
been so far. However, according to his
suggestion, as compensation, the
Project Proponent should donate one
freezer (dead body freezer) to each of
the three Mohal of the village.

He said that the land of the proposed
mining project is located at a distance
of about 4 to 5 kilometers from the
crusher. He requested that, with
respect to the people whose land falls
along the route of this project, the
Project Proponent should first resolve
all land-related matters with them
amicably and with mutual consent.

He mentioned that usually, disputes
and conflicts arise later. Once the
Project Proponent has taken the land
on lease, the villagers are then asked to
get their land boundaries demarcated
In reality, the work is being carried out
by the Project Proponent, but the
responsibility  for demarcation s
shifted onto the villagers.

He further stated that all villagers
already have full knowledge of the
boundaries of their ancestral lands, yet
the project proponent insists on getting
fresh demarcation done by the
villagers, which unnecessarily creates
disputes.

Therefore, he requested that, for all
those whose land falls in the route of
the proposed mining project, the
Project Proponent should resolve all




land-related issues with them in
advance and through mutual consent.

He warmly welcomed the Chairperson
of the Environmental Public Hearing,
the SDM Haroli, other officials, and
the entire gathering present. He
informed that the Project Proponent’s
stone crusher is operating in his village
Polian Beet. He said that the Project
Proponent carries out water sprinkling
properly, whereas other crusher
owners must be informed over the
phone before they do sprinkling.
During the summer season, so much
dust rises that the road ahead is not
visible.

He requested the Mining Officer that,
from the revenue generated from
mining, the share allocated to their
panchayat should be used for the
construction of a bridge near the
temple on the road where two-
wheelers and small vehicles slip
excessively, causing great difficulty in
commuting. He also requested that
attention be given to the road used for
transportation of mining material from
all four crushers.

He stated that mining activities have
been ongoing in their village for nearly
25 years, but so far the panchayat has
received only 26.50 lakhs, and that too
when he became Pradhan. Since then,
no amount has been received by the
panchayat till date. He informed that
the estimate for the  bridge
construction, along with the relevant
documents, had already been sent to
the Mining Office, and in this regard.
he has also met the Deputy
Commissioner and ADC Una with
complete documents to demand his
panchayat’s due share of mining
revenue.

The Mining Officer,

assured the Pradhan, Gram
Panchayat Polian Beet, that

necessary action on

proposal submitted by him
would be implemented at the

earliest.

He said that the presence of officials
from the Revenue Department in this
public hearing is also necessary
because land-related issues fall under
their purview. He stated that when he
himself goes to the Revenue
Department for demarcation of his
land, the matter remains pending for
years, whereas when crusher owners
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go, their demarcation is carried out
immediately.

He mentioned that he himself has been
a former BDC member and has been
making efforts for the past 10 years to
get his land demarcated, but it has not
been done to date. :

He further said that he has no objection
to the three crushers of the Project
Proponent of proposed mining lease,
but other crusher owners have forcibly
encroached upon their land and ask
villagers to first get their land
demarcated. Because of this, the
villagers have to suffer repeatedly.

He explained that earlier people clearly
knew the boundaries of their land
(from where to where), but after
mining activities, neither the trees nor
the boundary marks (such as choi, etc.)
are left, making it difficult now to
identify the extent of one’s land.

He suggested that the Revenue
Department  should  properly  re-
demarcate the land that has already
been excavated and clearly inform the
owners about the extent of their land,
so that no dispute arises in the future.
He expressed concern that if proper
demarcation is not done now, this
dispute will escalate in the future, and
their children will be compelled to
fight over it.

He said that on the roads where tippers
pass, gravel often spills at the bends,
but no one pays attention to it. If due
to this gravel, the rider of a two-
wheeler—be it anyone’s child—slips
and meets with an accident, then who
will be held responsible? )
He clarified that he has no objection to
tippers moving in an overloaded
condition, but the crusher owners must
engage laborers to ensure regular
cleaning of the roads to remove the
spilled gravel.

He further requested that all the local
laborers employed in the mining
activities here should be duly recorded
in Form—B under the Mining Rules,
1:955:
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During the proceedings of the public hearing and even after the programme, no written suggestion, idea,
comment or objection was received.

As per the opinion of the local public, present in the Env. Public Hearing Programme, maximum people are
in favour of the proposed mining project.

In the end, Er. Praveen Kumar, Regional Officer, Himachal Pradesh State Pollution Control Board, Una
thanked the Chairman and all other participants for participating in this environmental public hearing.
