The Consultant
apprised that proper
engineered and

scientific dumping site
comprising of
impervious layers will
be provided within the




project area for the
dumping of  waste
which will not allow
any leaching or
contamination of
ground  water. He
further stated that the
said scientific dumping
site will be operated
part wise and layer
wise filling of waste
followed by earth
capping will be carried
out. He also stated that
the same type of
scientific dumping site
has already operating in
Dera Bassi, Punjab.

He further stated that
the proposed  water
requirement  in  the
project is 22 MLD and
after treatment approx.
7 MLD treated water
will be  generated,
which will be recycled
back in the process,
thus ensuring  Zero
Liquid Discharge from
the Bulk Drug Park.

He also told that the
drains  have  been
designed as per the
contouring map of the
project site so that the
water can be
channelized directly to
CETP without any
leakage or seepage
from the system.

If
required, the land will
be acquired as per the
rules framed by the
Govt of HP in the
presence/mutual
consultation of both the
parties.

The ADC Una told that
if required, the land
will be acquired as per
the Land Acquisition
Act or as per the
agreement/negotiations
between the owners and
the Govt.
