Air, Water, 3oil and No se. As per analysis reports of Air, Water, Soil and Noise are confirming the
standards prescribed. Fe also further said tha; when the mining activities starts, the dust emnission
generate during the mining. For the contrel of these dust emissions, there is a provision of
sprinklers ta arrest the dust and there is provision of sufficient fund for control and preverition of
pollution & improve the ambient air qualitv. The above activities come under the Corporate

Responsibility for Environment Protection.

Additional Deputy Commissioner asked the public to raise their issues/querias only about the
prescribed rnentioned subject. He also reques:ed to the public that questions should be raiced one
hy one and the same should not be repeated again and again.
