He requested everyone to express their views,
comments, suggestions and objections regarding the said proposal without any fear & pressure, thereafter
he requested the Chairman to accord permission to start the Public hearing. The Chairman permitted to

start the process of public hearing.

The consultants hired by the project proponent presented the overview of the expansion project in
reference to the Executive summary of the issues related to Environment and their impact due the

proposed mining proposal

Issues/Suggestions raised

He said that our village is located adjoining to

this mining lease and this river is the main
source of Various Water supply schemes of
Villages falling in Nalagarh area.

He informed that a resolution has been passed
by Gram Sabha regarding NOC issued in
favour of this project the same has not been
granted by the competent authority. He raised
the issue regarding increase of river depth and
lowering of ground water table.

He also said that this river is the source of
Water for Nalagarh town and nearby areas, so
on behalf of whole gram Panchayat he
suggested not to grant this proposed mining
lease.

He raised the issue of excavation upto 15 mtr
by the project proponents when the lease was
granted in their favor in the past which caused
risk to the Water supply scheme adjoining to
mining lease.

He also asked the consultants to submit an
affidavit that the mining shall not be done
beyond 1 mtr of river bed and requested to

restrict mining activities in this river.

He concluded that on the behalf of all the
villagers to not to permit this mining lease as
its execution will lead to deterioration of the
natural resources as well as livelihoods of

local residents.

Advocate Naresh | He said that this river is lifeline of Nalagarh
Ghai, Nalagarh town and surrounding villages and the bridge
constructed on this river is at a risk of being
washed away as a result of illegal mining
being done in this river. The expenditure of
construction of this bridge is much higher as
compared to revenue collected from the
operation of stone crusher and mining
activities. There are 38 departments
authorized for taking action against illegal
mining but most of the authorities failed to
restrict these illegal mining activities, due to
adverse impact of these mining activities there
is scarcity of water for drinking as well as
irrigation purpose and it also leads to soil

erosion resulting in washing away of

agricultural fields.
